Definition of Terms:

Cosmic Battle: The battle between God’s Truth and the lies and illusions of the world, the flesh and the
devil. The arguments and pretensions that set themselves up against the knowledge of God, against His
nature and His word.

Truth: Correspondence to Reality. Truth is that which is really real. Our actions reflect what we believe to
be really real.

Worldview: A comprehensive set of truth claims that purport to paint a picture of reality; the framework
from which we view reality and make sense of life and the world.

Formal Worldview: A comprehensive set of truth claims in books, philosophies, etc.

Personal Worldview: What beliefs do you act on, feel and think.
